It is important to
note that the Emancipation Day (June 4), Constitutional Day (November 4) and Anniversary of the Coronation of
H.M King George Tupou I (December 4), are observed on different dates in accordance with section 2 of the Act,
since these public holidays specified, falls upon a Thursday, Friday, or Sunday, that public holiday shall be
celebrated on the next following Monday. And if it falls on a Tuesday or Wednesday, that public holiday shall be
celebrated on the Monday before the actual public holiday.

Other public holidays are observed on the actual days it occurred.
